Operation and Maintenance

The CAD C195 is one of the finest instrumental and recording microphones
available. Although it isextremely durable, it should be stored in the zippered
pouch provided to protect it from dust and dirt when not in use.

If the front screen becomes soiled by dirt or residue, it may be cleaned using the
following procedure. Unscrew the front screen assembly and removetheinside
foam windscreen. Wash the foam windscreen using amild detergent, and let dry
thoroughly. Follow the same method for the grille screen. To clean the mike
housing, use acloth dampened withisopropyl a cohol.
